Background: 

Khoun Radio Support Project (KRSP) was implemented in the beginning of 2006 and has been extended until the end of December 2009.

This project aims to increase access to information, in particular for ethnic people and vulnerable groups. It will also increase the voice and participation of local communities in the production of relevant information for their own community. The project began as a one year pilot, which was extended to provide more time for the project to become sustainable and to demonstrate success, to formulate strategies for continued support, and to exploit synergies that have emerged through a UNDP regional initiative on ‘Communication for Empowerment for Asia’s Indigenous Peoples’ (C4E) 

This consultancy is to formulate a new phase of the KRSP. The Lao context has changed since the project was first designed, as now there are several community radio ‘start-ups’ and the Lao Government is actively encouraging projects of this type.  There have been some discussions between partners about transforming the project from a single radio-support project to a national resource on community radio.  This ‘community radio support unit’ would take the lessons and experiences of Khoun, to meet the need for practical experience and information about community radio that is building in Laos. It is envisaged that the ‘Lao Community Radio Support Project’ will use, and expand on, the human resources and expertise gained by KRSP to jumpstart burgeoning community radio ventures throughout Lao PDR.  

In addition to allowing for continued support to a sustainable KCRD, the formulation mission is expected to map the expected scale up of the support project, and its transformation into a capacity building and training model.  
Duties and responsibilities:
1. Review existing documentation regarding Khoun Radio

As a pilot project, KCRD has produced many information products, as well as being reviewed twice in its short history.   The formulation team will be required to review documentation in order to contextualize the project and to provide sound analytical basis for the new programme.  This component will be desk-based.

2. Conduct consultations with stakeholders in Laos and Bangkok, Thailand

Consultations will take place with stakeholders in Vientiane and Xiengkhouang, Laos and with other partners including the UNDP Regional Centre and UNESCO Bangkok.  Consultations with Provincial and District authorities in districts identified for new community radios may be required.

3. Present the new draft programme concept to an audience of stakeholders, including UNDP and government.

At the end of the mission, the team will be required to present the new programme concept to an audience of stakeholders, including UNDP, the Ministry of Information and Culture, and other partners and interested stakeholders.

4. Produce a new programme document from the current UNDP template

The new draft prodoc should be completed and presented to UNDP – comments will be made on the draft and incorporated by the lead consultant.
