· Collect information to draft and edit (or contribute to drafting and editing) UNIAP SIREN reports and SIREN maps, working with UNIAP staff and partners to analyze the matches and mismatches between trafficking flows and how interventions target them;

· Gain experience, exposure, and training on how anti-human trafficking is done in the Greater Mekong Sub-region (GMS), as a part of UNIAP’s initiative to network and build the capacity of Asian and international young professionals; and

· Get a unique opportunity to bring their own research interests and skills to the UN, assisting UNIAP with its objectives while working on their own research projects and professional development.

Requirements

· Currently registered at an accredited university (graduate level from Asian and international universities);

· Training in qualitative and quantitative social science/epidemiology; and

· Excellent writing and communications skills.

· What motivates you to apply for a position at UNIAP as a research intern;

· Your experience in addressing human trafficking, if any;

· Your experience of working or studying in the Greater Mekong Sub-region, including language skills, if any; 

· The extent of your qualitative and quantitative social science, statistics, and epidemiological training; and

· Your existing academic research or mapping projects that you would like to incorporate into your work at UNIAP, if any.
